MUFG ICJ ESG Accelerator - Terms of Participation

Participants shall participate in the MUFG ICJ ESG Accelerator 2024 “Food X Tech Mercato”
(the "Program™) organized by Inclusion Japan K.K. (the "Sponsor") upon agreeing to the
following terms of participation (the "Agreement”).

1. Eligibility for Participation
(1) If the Participant is a corporation, it must meet all of the following conditions.

@ The corporation must be approved by the Sponsor as a participant after preliminary
document screening and the interview.

@ The corporation must be able to participate in the interview and Demo Day at a date,
time, and place individually arranged with the Program office.

(2) If the Participant is an individual, they must participate in an individual or a team
consisting of individuals who meet the following conditions.

@ An individual or all team members must be at least 20 years old as of January 31,
2024.

@ If the Participant is a team, the representative of the team must agree in advance that
their declaration of intent is in line with the intentions of all individuals who make up
the team.

@ The individual or the team must be approved as a participant by the Sponsor after
preliminary document screening and the interview.

@ At minimum, the representative must be able to attend the interview and the Demo
Day at a time and place individually arranged with the program office.

(3) Both corporations and individuals may be denied participation in the Program, even
during the Program, at the discretion of the Sponsor. The participant shall not object to
such refusal.

2. Handling of Deliverables

(1) The copyrights (including the rights stipulated in Articles 27 and 28 of the Copyright
Act), inventions, devices, or creations of the deliverables provided by the Participant in



applying to participate in the Program and of the deliverables created in the Program, all
intellectual property rights, including the right to obtain intellectual property rights such
as patent rights, utility model rights, design rights, trademark rights, and circuit layout
exploitation rights, and the rights acquired based on such rights shall belong to the
Participant who created such deliverables.

(2) The Participant shall participate in this program upon agreeing that the deliverables
provided in the application for participation in this program and the deliverables created
in this program may be disclosed to the judges of this program, sponsors, and other
parties deemed necessary by the sponsors for the purpose of conducting the screening
process, considering investments and collaboration, etc.

(3) Participants grant permission to the Sponsor to capture and publish photographs or
videos of the deliverables in the Program for the purpose of disseminating information
on the Program. Participants shall not exercise any moral rights against the Organizer
with respect to the distribution of the photographs or videos taken.

(4) The copyrights (including the rights stipulated in Articles 27 and 28 of the Copyright
Law) of the photographs or videos taken in accordance with the preceding paragraph
shall belong to the Sponsor.

3. Confidential Information

(1) Participants shall not disclose in the Program any information, works, inventions, ideas,
expertise, concepts, etc., that the Participant wishes to keep private.

(2) Participants shall not disclose or divulge to any third party any information disclosed,
leased or provided by the Sponsors in connection with the Program, or any
organization, business or other information of the Sponsors obtained through the
Program, without obtaining the prior consent of the Sponsors.

4. Release of Information

(1) The Sponsor may release photographs, videos, and deliverables of the Program for
the purpose of disseminating information on the Program. Since participants' names and
portraits may be photographed and released, the Participant shall consent to the
photographing and release of their names and portraits before participating in the
Program.

(2) Participants shall not exercise any right of portrait, right to name, right to privacy, or
any other right with respect to the photographs and videos set forth in the preceding
paragraph.

5. Elimination of Anti-Social Forces



(1) Participants shall represent and warrant that they do not currently fall under the
category of Boryokudan (organized crime groups), Boryokudan members, persons who
have ceased to be Boryokudan members for less than 5 years, quasi-organized
Boryokudan members, Boryokudan-affiliated companies, sokaiya (corporate
blackmailers), etc., socially motivated groups, or special intelligence groups, or other
persons equivalent thereto (hereinafter referred to as "Boryokudan members"). The
Participant represents and pledges that they do not fall under any of the following
categories, and will not fall under any of the following categories in the future.

@ Having a relationship in which it is deemed that the management is controlled by a
Boryokudan member.

(2 Having a relationship in which a Boryokudan member is deemed to be substantially
involved in the management of the company.

@ Having a relationship with a Boryokudan member. that is deemed to involve
unjustified use of the Boryokudan member, such as for the purpose of making unjust
profits for oneself, one's own company, or a third party, or for the purpose of causing
damage to a third party.

@ Having a relationship with a Boryokudan member that is recognized as being
involved, such as providing funds, etc. or benefits to said Boryokudan member.

® An officer or a person substantially involved in the management of the company has
a socially reprehensible relationship with a Boryokudan member.

(2) Participants shall ensure that they will not commit any of the following acts by
themselves or by way of a third party.

@ Violent acts of demand.
@ Unreasonable demands beyond legal liability.
@ Threatening words or deeds using violence in connection with a transaction.

@ Spreading false rumors or using deception or force to damage the credibilty of the
Sponsor, judges, cooperating enterprises, or other persons involved in the Program
(including other Participants and their directors, employees, and contractors) or to
obstruct the business of the Sponsors, judges, sponsors, or other Participants.

® Other acts similar to the preceding items.

(3) The application of the Participant will not be accepted if the Participant is found to be a
member of a crime syndicate, or falls under any of the categories listed in (1), or has
committed any of the acts listed in (2), or has made a false declaration regarding the
representations and assurances in accordance with the provisions listed in (1). In
addition, if any of the aforementioned issues are discovered after an entry has been
submitted, the entry will be disqualified from the judging process or the award will be
revoked. In addition, the Participant may be required to refund the prize money.



6. Handling of Personal Information

(1) Personal information provided by the Participant in applying for and participating in this
program will be managed and stored by the Sponsor, and will be used solely for the
purpose of accepting and managing participation in the Program, as well as
communicating with the Participant about future events held by the Sponsor.

(2) In addition to the personal information described in the preceding paragraph, the
Sponsor may share the name and e-mail address of the Participant with the judges and
sponsors of the Program for the purpose of administering the Program.

(3) The Sponsor may outsource a part of the work in this Program and provide personal
information to the outsourced companies to the extent necessary. In this case, the
Sponsor will enter into a contract with these subcontractors regarding the handling of
personal information and exercise appropriate supervision over them.

7. Selection of Participants

(1) The Sponsor reserves the right to refuse the applicant’s participation in the Program if
the application does not meet the purpose of the Program or the application conditions
specified by the Sponsor, or at the Sponsor’s other discretion, but the Participant shall
not object to the Sponsor’s decision.

(2) The Sponsor shall determine the judging criteria for the Program, and the Participant
shall not object to the results of the judging.

8. Representation, Warranties, and Disclaimers

(1) The Participant represents and warrants that the deliverables they provide in applying
for participation in the Program and the deliverables created in the Program do not
infringe on any patents, trademarks, copyrights or other intellectual property rights,
privacy rights, or any other rights of the Sponsor or third parties.

(2) If the Organizer, the judges, or the Sponsors receive any claim from a third party
(regardless of the nature of the claim, such as a claim for damages or an injunction
against use, and regardless of whether or not a lawsuit is pending) due to the fact that
the Program deliverables set forth in the preceding paragraph infringe upon the patent
right, trademark right, copyright or other intellectual property right, privacy right or any
other right of a third party, the Participant shall settle such claim at its own responsibility
and expense and shall indemnify the Organizer, the judges, or the Sponsors and be
liable for compensation for such damage to the Sponsor, the judges, or the cooperating
enterprises if such damage arises from such claim.



9. Period of Validity of the Agreement

The Agreement shall be effective from the date of application for participation in the Program
made by the Participant to the Sponsor to the date of implementation of the DEMODAY to be
separately determined.

10. Miscellaneous Conditions

(1) The validity, performance, and interpretation of the above matters shall be governed by
the laws of Japan, and the Tokyo District Court shall have exclusive jurisdiction in the
first instance over any litigation relating to this Program.

(2) The Sponsor reserves the right to change the Terms of Participation at any time. The
amended Terms of Participation shall be published on the designated website operated
by the Sponsor, and the published Terms of Participation shall be deemed to be the
latest version of the Terms of Participation. Participants shall agree in advance that the
latest version of the Terms of Participation shall apply to them. However, if such
modification of the Terms of Participation has a material adverse effect on the
Participant, the Participant may withdraw from the Program by notifying the Sponsor in
writing or by electromagnetic means, specifying the details of such adverse effect.

(3) The provisions of Article 2, Article 3 Paragraph 2, Article 4, and Article 8 of this
Agreement shall remain in effect even after the expiration of the effective period of this
Agreement.
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
